NOVICE CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day of the
show and who at the time entries close have not won three (3) first place awards, with competition
present, in a Novice Class. A first place in Novice without competition leading to a Best Junior award
with competition would count as one win towards moving to Open at a licensed or member show.

OPEN CLASS: For boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years old on the day of the
show, and who have won three first place awards in a Novice Class or if a win in Novice leads to a
Best Junior with competition present it will count as one win towards moving to Open in a licensed
or member show. Juniors which according to their records have completed the requirements to
compete in the Open class but whose status is unconfirmed by the American Kennel Club are limited
to competing in the Open Class for a period of 90 days from the date of the show where the Junior
completed the requirements according to their records.

MASTER CLASS: This class will be for boys and girls who are at least 9 years old and under 18 years on
the day of the show, and who have 10 Best Junior wins with competition.

Professional handlers, household members and current assistants** to
professional handlers may not exhibit the dog in any competition during the entire show.

Owner-Handled Best of Breed will be selected from the dogs that are eligible to compete in the Best of
Breed competition including Winners Dog, Winners Bitch and winners of the non-regular classes.

« |f the Best of Breed winner is Owner-Handled competition eligible, it will automatically be Owner-
Handled Best of Breed/Variety.

« |f the Best of Breed winner is not eligible for Owner-Handled competition and the Best of Opposite
Sex to Best of Breed is eligible, the Best of Opposite Sex to Best of Breed/Variety will compete
against the eligible exhibits of the other sex to determine Owner-Handled Best of Breed.

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BREED EDUCATION - (everyone is invited and encouraged to attend)

SCOA has put a great deal of time, effort, and funding into creating an excellent PowerPoint presentation
of the Spinone for our judges’ education program. This same program is being presented here for all
Spinone enthusiasts in an effort to bring forward a better understanding of the Spinone breed standard
and an inside look at the judges’ education program.

TOP 20 SHOWCASE

This event will showcase the Top 20 ranked conformation Spinoni as tabulated by the AKC statistics
from January through December 2017.
