•	 There will be no space for unentered dogs in the Show Ring and Crating areas. Exhibitors and 

handlers are required to keep their grooming and parking areas clean both during and after the 
show. Please set a good example of responsible dog ownership to our spectators and help us 
retain this site for future events.

•	 Parents are expected to supervise their children at all times.
•	 Each exhibitor is responsible to pick up after his/her own dog(s). 
•	 The Show Chairman or any club member will have the authority to maintain order on the 

show site, grooming area and parking lot. 
•	 All club members will be policing the grounds and anyone found violating the rules will be 

reported to the Show Chairman. Violators are subject to a bench hearing.
