*Basset Hounds, Whippets, Irish Terriers, Kerry Blue Terriers, Soft Coated Wheaten Terriers, Staffordshire
Bull Terriers, *Bulldogs, Chinese Shar-Pei, Chow Chows, Keeshonden, Norwegian Buhunds, Polish Lowland
Sheepdogs, and Norrbottenspets. *By Board approved policy, Basset Hounds and Bulldogs are expected to
be judged on the ramp during breed judging. The ramp is not intended fo be used during the group and/
or Best in Show judging except for Bassets and Bulldogs which by board approved policy are expected to
be judged on the ramp. Breeds not designated as either table or ramp breeds may only be examined on the
ground. Exception: Boykin Spaniels and Whippets may be examined on the ground, on a table or on a ramp.
For the judging of Juniors, the ramp may be used at the discretion of the judge for the ramp breeds. A judge
requesting the use of a ramp must give reasonable notice to the Show Superintendent/Show Secretary prior
to the day of the show. Reasonable notice is defined as 5 to 10 business days prior to the event. AKC approval
is not required. Ramps may be used in emergency situations to judge any breed. (In all but emergency
situations, the exhibitor has no recourse. In an emergency situation, where use of a ramp is not indicated in
the premium list, an exhibitor has the option of withdrawing their entry and receiving a refund.)
